Lexington One names new schools
LEXINGTON — During its June 21, 2005 board meeting, the Lexington County School District One Board of Trustees passed a motion naming two new schools in the Lexington Attendance Area that will be built with help of a successful bond referendum.
The two schools, located in an educational complex on Rawl Road, will be called Pleasant Hill Elementary School and Pleasant Hill Middle School.
The district has a 1949 map that shows a school once located on the very same site of these two new schools. That school was called “Pleasant Hill.”

On November 2, 2004, Lexington One residents passed a bond referendum that gave the district permission to borrow $113 million to build five new schools (an elementary and middle school in the Lexington attendance area, an elementary school in the Pelion attendance area, and an elementary and middle school in the White Knoll attendance area) and to renovate and/or expand our existing schools and $5 million to build or renovate high school stadiums in all attendance areas.

Board Chair Bert Dooley said, “Naming a school is one of the most enduring actions that a school board can take.

“Interestingly, Lexington One school boards have chosen to name our schools after communities or old schools rather than people. By doing so, the schools get that feeling of heritage and pride that comes with history.”
Pleasant Hill Elementary and Middle schools are scheduled to open for school year 2006–2007.
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
