Internet Basics

1. Browser – An application that displays a web page – Most common are:

· Internet Explorer

· Netscape

2. URL (Uniform Resource Locator) - the web address of an Internet site

· Type the URL of site in your browser address bar and press enter to go to a particular site.  Ex.  http://www.sctlc.com
· Can copy and paste this address to a word document or an email message

3. Bookmarks/Favorites

· When you find a site you like and will probably use again add it to your bookmarks list.

· Can organize your bookmarks/favorites in folders to make them easier to find

4. History

· Allows you go to a site you visited earlier (or to see where a student has been)

· Communicator> Tools> History
(IE: Explorer Bar> History)

5. Searching

· Use a Search Engine or Directory to find information on topics, ex. www.google.com
· Type the topic in the search box, click search and you get a list of web sites and descriptions on that topic

· Search Tips below are from SIRS Knowledge Source/Toolbox

	AND 
	The AND operator locates articles that contain all of the key words or phrases. 
	children AND computers 

	OR 
	The OR operator locates articles that contain at least one of the key words or phrases. 
	tornado OR cyclone 

	NOT 
	The NOT operator is used to eliminate articles that contain certain key words or phrases. 
	basketball NOT college 

	* 
	Truncation includes alternate word endings such as plurals and tense variations in your query.
	farm*
for: farmer, farming, farmland etc. 

	" " 
	Enclose a phrase in quotation marks to find multiple words appearing next to one another in a specified order. 
	"affirmative action" 

	(  ) 
	Boolean searches are conducted in the following order of precedence (NOT, AND, OR) unless parentheses are used. Use NOT and OR together to limit your search. 
Use AND and OR together to expand your search. 
	(dolphin NOT fish) OR porpoise

health AND (kids OR children) 

	Putting it all Together 
	This is an example of how to locate references to the various earthquake(s) in California or Washington, excluding those in San Francisco.
	(California OR Washington) AND earthquake* NOT "San Francisco"


6. Coping images from Internet

· Right click on image

· Go to Save Image as

· Pick the place to save it and click Save

· Can be inserted into Word, PowerPoint, Publisher, etc

7. Bibliographic Format

· Information gathered from a web site must be properly cited.
